Selection of Trainees for [ASCI] 3-2022  
Candidates’ Application 

• Self application or recommended by other members 
• Conditions for recommendation 

✓ Under 45 years of age, paid member of ASCI 
✓ At least one published scientific paper in the SCI(E) journal as the first author or corresponding 

author
✓ One fully analyzed study that the candidate plans to publish 
✓ Presentation files with draft paper about the study

Trainee Selection 

• Jury: Chair of ASCI School, Director of Cube ([ASCI]3), Co-Directors of Cube 
([ASCI]3), Director of Joint Symposium, Director of Practical Tutorial, and Director of 
Speaker Bureau, Director of LIVE

• The decision by average of the score after trimming the extreme scores

Scoring Criteria 

• The content of research 
✓ 5 Point scale each (Excellent, good, Average, Below Ave, Poor) 

• Sum of the impact factor of the candidates’ published article in recent 5 years 
✓ >10→3, 6~10→2, ~5→1

• Scientific presentation in international congress in recent 5 years (not as a co-author) 
✓ >5→3, 3~5→2, ~2→1 

• Research project in recent 5 years (if PI x 2) 
✓ Global project → 3, Domestic government-led project → 2

• Previous [ASCI]2, [ASCI]3 Attendance (0~3)
